TREASURED UP reserved three wide, advanced in that path while between rivals on the second turn then closed well to be clear late.
PUTTHEBABIESDOWN forced the early pace inside, dropped back a bit before a half, angled out for the drive, came again inside the final furlong to take
over inside the final furlong but was outfinished. DANCING SOLO within striking distance off the inside, challenged once in the stretch, gained a short lead
with a furlong to go but weakened late. DO THE CHARLESTON set the early pace off the inside, gained the inside for the second turn, held on well to inside
the final furlong and weakened. TOXIS close up three wide, stayed on well to the stretch and tired. GLAMALERT within striking distance in the three path,
moved out to be four wide with three furlongs to go and lacked a late bid. SPINNING WILDCAT within reach off the inside, moved out a path late on the
second turn and had nothing left late. B. A.'S MANCINI was outrun. SPRING ECLIPSE steadied early behind a rival then was no real threat.
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
