BABY BOSS bumped at the start by PURE SILVER who recovered outwards from a stumble, established the front shortly after the start and showed the
way from the three path in hand, tucked inside at the half mile pole, came under coaxing five-sixteenths from home under threat from a pair to the outside,
cornered just off the inside for home before taking to the rail straightened away, shook away to the eighth pole, dug in and held well and safe to the finish to
prevail. MY ROXY GIRL three then two wide in aim of the front, advanced through the turn in tandem with ORCHID PARTY to her outside to issue a
challenge for the front under coaxing at the five-sixteenths, floated three to four wide into upper stretch, bumped lightly with ORCHID PARTY and was
shaken off in tandem a furlong out, ran on to close in some ground while prevailing in the battle for the place honors. ORCHID PARTY bumped at the start
by GIANT BOXER, chased five paths off the inside down the backstretch from just off the pace, tucked three wide into the turn and advanced on the front
under coaxing from the three-eighths, stacked outside the top pair nearing the quarter pole, got floated four to five wide into upper stretch, then was bumped
lightly straightened away when shaken off by the leader, dug in under a drive keeping on through the stretch to be along safe for the show honors. AUNT
BABE two to three wide at the tail of the field, came under coaxing with three furlongs remaining, angled out seven wide into upper stretch, kicked on
belatedly for the last major share. PURE SILVER stumbled at the start recovering outwards and bumping with BABY BOSS, chased three then two wide
from mid pack under encouragement from midway on the turn, spun just off the inside or home and was outkicked in the stretch. WEGETSDAMUNNYS
coaxed from the gate, chased just off the inside until tucked to the rail placed to coaxing half a mile from home, cornered just off the inside into upper stretch
and weakened. CATHY NAZ two to three wide in pursuit from near the rear, came under a ride at the three-eighths, swung three wide into upper stretch and
offered no response. OUR SUPER NOVA chased four then three wide from near the rear, got coaxed along midway on the turn, angled out six wide at the
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head of the stretch, offered no response. GIANT BOXER broke out at the start bumping ORCHID PARTY, raced eight paths off the inside down the
backstretch near the tail of the field, commenced a steady advance tucked four wide from the half mile pole through the turn into contention with three
furlongs to go when put to urging, gradually got shaken off nearing the quarter pole, went five wide at that station and weakened in the stretch.
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
